he cross of Christ is just as much involved in our sanctification, and even 
more so, as it was in our justification. 

Please understand that 90 percent or more of what Paul gave us in his 
fourteen epistles has to do with the cross of Christ relative to our sanctifi-
cation and not our justification. While he most definitely deals with justi-
fication, the greater thrust is, by far, sanctification—how we live for God.

The simple fact is that most believers simply don’t know how to live for 
God. I realize that’s quite a statement, but, regrettably, it happens to be true.

As a believer, you are to place your faith consistently in the cross of 
Christ as it regards your daily living for God, and maintain your faith 
exclusively in Christ and His finished work. That’s the key—your faith. 
However, your faith must have the correct object, and that correct object 
is Jesus Christ and Him crucified (Rom. 6:3-5; 8:1-11; I Cor. 1:17-18, 23; 
2:2; Col. 2:10-15).
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“...you just start praising 
Him and thanking Him for all 

that He’s done for you.”
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Please note the following points very carefully:
• Jesus Christ is the source of all things that we receive from 

God (John 1:1-3, 14, 29; 14:6). 
• The cross of Christ is the means, and the only means, by 

which all of these wonderful things are given to us (I Cor. 1:17-
18, 23; 2:2). 

• With Christ as our source and the cross as the means, the 
object of our faith must be the cross of Christ, and we aren’t 
speaking of the wooden beam on which He died, but rather what 
He there accomplished (Gal. 6:14; Col. 2:10-15). 

• With Christ as our source and the cross of Christ our means, 
the Holy Spirit, who works exclusively within the boundaries of 
the cross of Christ, will then work mightily on our behalf.

Above all, Satan does not want the believer to know this which 
I am giving you right now. He was defeated at Calvary’s cross 
along with all of his principalities, powers, demon spirits, and 
fallen angels. That’s the reason he doesn’t want you to know that 
the cross is the answer, and it is the only answer. 

HOW DO I KEEP EVIL THOUGHTS OUT OF MY MIND? 
I suppose that through the years I have been asked this ques-
tion maybe more than any other. There is a way that you can 
keep evil thoughts out of your mind, and let me give it to you.

Nearly 2,800 years ago, the great prophet Isaiah gave us this 
particular word. He said:

“To appoint unto them who mourn in Zion, to give unto them 
beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise 
for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righ-
teousness, the planting of the Lord, that He might be glorified” 
(Isa. 61:3). 

Sin begins in the heart but quickly goes to the mind, and 
then the sin, fear, etc., is carried out. I’m going to show you 
how to stop that. 

In this tremendous word that the great prophet gave us, there 
is a phrase in the Scripture that I want you to notice. It says:

“To give unto them … The garment of praise for the spirit of 
heaviness.” 

Two things are said, and we will deal with the latter one first. 
The spirit of heaviness is demonic oppression, and fear, even 

abject fear, always accompanies demonic oppression. It’s as if 
two hundred pounds are on the person’s shoulder. It’s as if the 
sun has been hidden from view, and there is nothing but dark-
ness. It’s as if there is no way out, and it seems that there is no 
solution to the problem. That’s the reason the Holy Spirit called 
it “the spirit of heaviness.” 

Every believer who has ever lived has experienced this spirit 
of heaviness more than once, to be sure. Let me get back to the 
cross for a moment. 

THE VICTORY OF THE CROSS
A short time ago, on a Sunday morning, I was preaching to our 
people at Family Worship Center. I was dealing with this spirit 
of oppression — this spirit of heaviness. While I was preaching, 
all of a sudden something came to me. In 1997, the Lord gave 
me the great word of the cross and how it works in the hearts 
and lives of believers. To be sure, it has revolutionized my life 
and my ministry.

As I was preaching that morning, it suddenly dawned on me 
that since that great word of the cross was given to me some 
twenty-five years ago, I have not experienced one moment 
of demonic oppression—not one moment of this spirit of 
heaviness. 

Now I want to tell you how to keep evil thoughts out of your 
mind, which can lead to all types of problems. Satan plants his 
thoughts in your mind at the beginning. They then go to your 
soul and your spirit, which are then carried out through your

physical body. So, let’s see how that we can close up the mind to that 
which is ungodly and keep it open to that which is godly.

The great prophet told us of the garment of praise. What did he 
mean by that?

A garment is something we wear, and the Holy Spirit through Isa-
iah is telling us that we should wear a garment of praise. What do I 
mean by that? 

THE GARMENT OF PRAISE
In your daily duties, as it comes to your mind, just start to praise the 
Lord. You don’t have to do it out loud. Actually, you can do it under 
your breath to where no one can hear you, but you just start prais-
ing Him and thanking Him for all that He’s done for you. Tell Him 
how much you love Him and keep doing it until your mind goes to 
something else, which it will very shortly. Then, the next moment 
when your mind snaps back to the Lord, begin to praise Him again. 
Just keep doing it. You will find that you will subconsciously start to 
praise the Lord without even thinking about it. 

Please understand that as you do this, it will never get old. You 
will sense a euphoric spirit of joy that will fill your heart and fill 
your soul. But here’s the main thing: There will be no place for evil 
thoughts, no place for doubt and unbelief, no place for fear, no place 
for depression, and no place for discouragement. You are praising 
the one who can do all things. 

The reason the Holy Spirit refers to it as “a garment of praise” 
is because you are to wear this thing like you do a garment. That 
means that it covers your spirit, and it covers your soul. Every time 
you think about it and begin to praise the Lord, no room is left for 
fear and depression. 

What I have just given to you is that which the Lord has given to 
me, and it has revolutionized my life and my thinking. It has given 
me a peace that passes all understanding, and it is so wonderful that 
I want you to have it, as well, and you most definitely can have it. 

Amazing grace, how sweet the sound,
That saved a wretch like me,
I once was lost, but now I’m found,
Was blind but now I see.

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ABSOLUTELY NOT. The believer is not really supposed to even 
pray to Jesus, but rather to the heavenly Father, and do so in the 
name of Jesus. By using the name of Jesus in this respect, our 
petition will be granted by our Father in heaven. John 16:23, says, 

“And in that day [from the Day of Pentecost forward] ye shall ask me 
nothing. Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the 
Father in my name, he will give it you.” In this verse, Christ placed 
all believers in direct relationship with the Father as enjoying the 
same access that He Himself enjoyed. Christ gives us His own 
name as the authority through which all needs could be met. All 
blessing from the Father comes in Jesus’ name. 

Any prayer to Mary is unscriptural. When you pray to Mary, 
you are praying to someone who has died, and the Scripture tells 
us very clearly that we are not supposed to communicate with 
somebody who has died, and that includes the saints (Deut. 18:11).

Of course, many Catholics are taught to believe that Mary did 
not die but was assumed into heaven. In his official definition 
of Mary’s assumption, Pope Pius XII wrote: “Hence the revered 
Mother of God, from all eternity joined in a hidden way with Jesus 
Christ in one and the same decree of predestination, immaculate 
in her conception, a most perfect virgin in her divine mother-
hood, the noble associate of the divine Redeemer who has won a 
complete triumph over sin and its consequences, finally obtained, 
as the supreme culmination of her privileges, that she should be 
preserved free from the corruption of the tomb and that, like her 
own Son, having overcome death, she might be taken up body 

and soul to the glory of heaven where, as Queen, she sits in splen-
dor at the right hand of her Son, the immortal King of the Ages.” 

Some people will read this and think, “You’re just knocking the 
Catholic Church again. Why do you do that? Catholic Christians 
love God just like you do.” To those we would say that we are, in 
no way, questioning your love for God. What we are saying, as 
clearly as we know how, is that you cannot pray to Mary or pray 
through Mary and reach God. We’re strong on that.

We’ve also been accused of not honoring Mary, which is also 
untrue. We do give Mary honor. We do respect her. What she 
did was phenomenal. The faith that she had when she said to 
the angel Gabriel, “Behold the handmaid of the Lord; be it unto 
me according to thy word” was amazing. But we don’t see in the 
Scripture any admonition to pray to her. You don’t honor some-
body by praying to them. Praying to them gives them a quality 
that is beyond every other human being. Yes, the Scripture does 
say that Mary is blessed among women, but not blessed over all 
women (or all people). 

After we make statements like this, the emails still come, mostly 
from our Catholic friends, saying, “I just honor Mary, but I don’t 
pray to her.” 

Yet they know the Hail Mary, which is definitely a prayer 
because it’s asking for Mary’s help. The Hail Mary is considered 
the center of the Catholic rosary. And the rosary, according to 
Catholic sources, has recently made a comeback.

Catholic.com admits that the most problematic line in the Hail

Is it okay for Christians to pray 
to Jesus through Mary?

“And in that day [from the Day of Pentecost forward] ye shall ask me nothing. 
Verily, verily, I say unto you, Whatsoever ye shall ask the Father in my name, he 
will give it you.”

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and Christ. And what happens? “Jesus saith unto her, Woman, 
what have I to do with thee? mine hour is not yet come.” Mary’s 
only attempt at mediation failed. 

Nowhere in Scripture does Jesus point others to Mary. He 
doesn’t do that. Instead, we see the opposite. We see Mary point-
ing to Jesus. It’s telling that the last words of Mary recorded in 
the Bible point others to Christ. She said, “Whatsoever he saith 
unto you, do it” (John 2:5). When she made this statement, Mary 
promptly stepped aside, in effect, telling the servants to turn from 
her to Him.

Bible scholar George Williams points out, “Whether these peo-
ple that day at the marriage feast of Cana learned the lesson per-
manently, that the Lord Jesus is to be appealed to directly and not 
through an intermediary, is more than doubtful, for to this day, 
man has not learned it. And so, millions pray to Mary, although 
she is dead.”

Even when Mary was alive, the thief on the cross, coming down 
to his last dying moments, ignored her, even though she was 
only a few yards away, and turned rather to Jesus directly (Luke 
23:39-43). 

The thief was rewarded with paradise, but he would have 
received nothing had he appealed to Mary, which is exactly what 
all receive who appeal to her. 

“For there is one God, and one 
mediator between God and men, the 

man Christ Jesus.” —I TIMOTHY 2:5

Mary for non-Catholics is usually the last line: “pray for us sinners, 
now and at the hour of our death.” 

Yes, this is problematic, especially for the born-again Christian 
who believes what I Timothy 2:5 says, “For there is one God, and 
one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus.” Your 
faith must be in Jesus Christ and Him alone. If Jesus is continually 
making intercession for us, and He can save to the uttermost—
and, according to Hebrews 7:25, He can—then we don’t need any 
other mediator. Why would I need to go to somebody else who 
died and is buried in the grave? 

The doctrine of the Catholics—the doctrine that the saints or 
the Virgin Mary may act as mediators to procure blessings for 
us—is patently false. There is but one mediator, and only one is 
necessary—Christ. This means that prayer offered to “the saints” 
or to Mary is idolatry pure and simple; and, at the same time, 
removes the one great mediator from the office which He alone 
holds—making intercession with God. In fact, the Catholic doc-
trine of mediation by others is blasphemy. It strikes at the very 
heart of the atonement, does great insult to Christ, and does so 
because it elevates poor mortals to the level of the Son of God, 
and even beyond. 

The Bible says, “Let us therefore come boldly unto the throne 
of grace.” Let us—that means believers can come. Why boldly? 
Because we have confidence that the blood of Christ has made a 
way for us to come directly to the Father. You don’t need Mary or 
any another mediator other than the blood of Christ and Jesus 
Christ Himself. 

I don’t want anyone else going to God for me. I want to go to 
God myself. I can enter boldly into the very throne room of God, 
not arrogantly but I can walk into His presence confidently, at any 
given time, and let Him know what I have need of, and He will 
be there working for me on my behalf. 

Here’s something to keep in mind—in Luke 16, the rich man 
died and went to hell. He said to Abraham, “I pray thee therefore, 
father, that thou wouldest send him [Lazarus] to my father's house: 
For I have five brethren; that he may testify unto them, lest they also 
come into this place of torment.” No. You cannot use somebody 
who is dead as an intercessor or to spread the gospel.

Mary is not a mediator. John 2:3 says, “And when they wanted 
wine, the mother of Jesus saith unto him, They have no wine.” This is 
Mary’s attempt at mediation between the servants of the wedding 
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Rahab And Other Miracles
Rahab, a harlot doomed to die with-
out God and without hope, had 
heard of the great miracles per-
formed by Jehovah, and they ignited 
in her a spark of faith. But how did 
this woman, who had given her life 
to licentiousness, find grace in the 
sight of God? In this beautiful tes-
timony of faith, readers will gain a 
true understanding of how God 
responds to anyone who dares to 
believe Him—with miracle after 
miracle after miracle.

PAUL’S EPISTLE TO Timothy is a per-
sonal letter and not written to a specific 
church. 

Timothy was born in the province of 
Lycaonia in the city of Lystra, which was 
located in Asia Minor. His father was a 
pagan, but his mother, Eunice, and his 
grandmother were Jewesses devoted to 
their faith. It appears that during Paul’s 
first trip to Asia Minor, they heard the 
gospel preached by Paul and accepted 
Christ. Sometime later, Timothy accepted 
Christ either through Paul or his mother 
and grandmother.

Timothy became a valued servant of 
the Lord and a son of the faith to Paul. 
Timothy served as Paul’s representative 
to different churches and as a pastor in 
Ephesus.

The purpose of I Timothy was to give 
this young minister of the gospel prac-
tical instructions regarding his personal 
life and the rule of order for the church 
at Ephesus. In I Timothy 4:12, Paul gives 
to Timothy that which all should bear in

“Let no man despise thy youth; but be thou an example of the believers, in 
word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity.” — I TIMOTHY 4:12

the new man, which is renewed in knowl-
edge after the image of him that created 
him.” 

The whole idea is that the world sees 
Christ in us and through us. As well, our 
lifestyle should be an encouragement to 
the body of Christ.

IN WORD
This refers to the Word of God. In Timo-
thy’s case, Paul’s admonition referred to 
him teaching and preaching sound doc-
trine. The Bible is to be our guide for the 
conduct of our life in action and speech. 
Is it scriptural? Everything must be. Also, 
our casual conversation should reflect 
words that are wholesome and edifying.

IN CONVERSATION
This phrase has reference to our behavior 
or manner of life. The idea is that the way 
we conduct ourselves should be an exam-
ple of righteousness and holiness. If we 
are an example “in word,” then it should 
be no problem to conduct ourselves in a 

mind as disciples of Christ. So let’s look 
at the godly advice the apostle gives to 
Timothy and to all of us.

BE THOU AN EXAMPLE  
OF THE BELIEVERS
In the Greek, the word be is ginomai, and 
it means “to become,” which says to us 
today, “keep on becoming” an example, 
ever growing in grace and the knowledge 
of the Lord.  

The word example in the Greek is tupos, 
and it means “the mark of a stroke or 
blow; a print; a figure formed by a blow or 
impression.” The idea is that, as a Chris-
tian, I am to be formed into the image of 
Christ, I am to be an impression of Him 
to the world. I am to be His voice and His 
hand extended.

Romans 8:29 says, “For whom He did 
foreknow, he also did predestinate to be 
conformed to the image of his Son that 
He might be the firstborn among many 
brethren.”  

Colossians 3:10 says, “And have put on 
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manner that brings glory to God. In his 
epistle of III John 1:4, John the Beloved 
wrote, “I have no greater joy than to hear 
that my children walk in truth.” The truth 
was the Word of God and its doctrine. 
These believers were allowing the gospel 
to transform their lives—that allowed 
them to walk right, talk right, live right, 
and let agape love shine forth as rays of 
the sun.

IN CHARITY
This means to walk and to live in love, for 
that’s what charity means. It’s the love of 
God, which is agape love. This is the love 
that God is (I John 4:8, 16) and which the 
Holy Spirit produces in our hearts. Paul 

tells us in I Corinthians 13 that love is 
to be the earmark of the born-again life. 
John also expresses the same thought in 
I John.

IN SPIRIT
We see in this phrase implication of the 
Holy Spirit’s work in our lives. The Holy 
Spirit is to rule our lives to the extent 
that He has leeway to guide us, instruct 
us, conform us, speak to us and through 
us, convict us, and even rebuke us. How-
ever, we must never forget that none 
of the work of the Holy Spirit in us is 
automatic; it’s only potential. We must 
constantly seek the Holy Spirit for His 
help and guidance, and our faith must 

be correct, which is faith in Christ and 
Him crucified. If the object of one’s faith 
is wrong, then the Holy Spirit is limited 
in what He can do in us and for us.

IN FAITH
Faith, as it is used in I Timothy 4:12, refers 
to faithfulness and being faithful, which 
means to continue in the faith and that 
our faith is faith in the sacrifice of Christ. 
Once again, we go back to one’s object of 
faith which must be the cross of Christ.

IN PURITY
This pertains to morality, purity of the 
flesh, and purity of motive and action. In 
the Greek, the idea of this word means 

“chastity, which shuts out any impurity of 
spirit or manner that might defile.” Also, 
it’s the idea of remaining clean and not 
letting the defilement and impurity of the 
world contaminate us.

What Paul gave to Timothy—and to 
us—can only be obtained one way and 
that way is God’s prescribed order of life 
and living, which is as follows:

• Everything we need to live this life 
comes through what Jesus did at Calvary 
and the resurrection.

• We must place our faith exclusively 
in the finished work of Christ. Our faith 
must never be moved from Calvary and 
the victory won there.

• Then the Holy Spirit can work as He 
desires in our life.

Following God’s prescribed order will 
result in our words being correct, our 
behavior glorifying Christ, our guiding 
principle being love, and our spirits being 
ruled by the Holy Spirit. 

“I am to be an impression of 
Him to the world. I am to be His voice 

and His hand extended.”
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Say The Word 
The centurion who thought himself 
unworthy asked the Lord—with faith 
that made Christ marvel—to say the 
word only, and his servant would be 
healed. In this moving message, Pastor 
Gabriel Swaggart reminds believers that 
regardless of how serious their needs 
are, physically or spiritually, Jesus Christ 
is able to meet those needs because 
with God, all things are possible when 
we believe.

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PAUL’S DESIRE FOR the church, includ-
ing the Gentile population within the body 
of Christ, was to completely understand 
God’s plan through Christ. Of course, this 
refers to the new covenant in Christ, which 
is the message of the cross. God had specif-
ically called him to bring this message to 
the masses, including the Gentiles.

The message of the cross is not a mes-
sage that is exclusive to one group of peo-
ple, but rather inclusive and intended for 
all. Going back to the idea of the mystery 
that Paul presents, we need to understand 
that he is bringing to light the adoption of 
the Gentiles into the body of Christ. 

GOD’S PLAN FOR THE  
HUMAN RACE
It is critical to reiterate the idea of the 
cross being inclusive. The death of Jesus 
Christ on Calvary’s cross was a completed 
work meant for all, giving Gentiles equal 
access to God and His saving grace as He 

had given the Jews. There is no longer a 
difference between Jew and Gentile, and 
both groups stand on equal ground at the 
foot of the world’s Redeemer. These two 
groups are now one body in Christ, with 
the Gentiles receiving the same benefits as 
the Jews when Christ is accepted. This was 
always the plan of God for the human race. 

God's ultimate plan is broken down into 
four aspects: eternal, historical, spiritual, 
and prophetic. As Paul uses the word mys-
tery, it refers to God’s plan of redemption. 

First, this plan is eternal in its scope. 
This plan contained God’s everlasting 
counsel, decreed before the foundations 
of the world, declared as God’s supreme 
knowledge, veiled to humanity but ulti-
mately revealed through Christ.

Second, the term mystery is historical 
in its announcement. Historically, the 
announcement was made by God and is 
known as the “mystery of Christ.” Paul 
was tasked to proclaim this historical

message that Christ is the hope of human-
ity and that anyone at any time can experi-
ence this great salvation. Historically, this 
new life was declared by God through-
out time, and through Christ, all, both Jew 
and Gentile, can have this new life.

Third, it is spiritual in its perception. 
Paul retains the idea, as focused on the 
Gentiles as part of the family, that this 
mystery was revealed to the apostles and 
prophets. 

And fourth, it is prophetic in its out-
come. The divine consummation is still 
awaiting, as it refers to what God has 
done and is doing. As both Jew and Gen-
tile have been brought together through 
Christ and His cross, neither has received 
the total benefits of the atonement, which 
will be realized at the coming resurrection. 

SHOULD THERE BE DIVISION WITHIN 
THE BODY OF CHRIST?
In short, Paul is expressing that since we 
are now one in Christ, there is no room 
for separation. There is no room for those 
who claim to understand the mystery but 
do not practice it daily. 

This belief states that the church should 
remain separate until the eternal state 
overcomes the social state. It is the idea 
that because people might be different, 

“Whereby, when ye read, ye may understand my knowledge in the mystery of Christ) Which 
in other ages was not made known unto the sons of men, as it is now revealed unto his 
holy apostles and prophets by the Spirit; That the Gentiles should be fellowheirs, and of the 
same body, and partakers of his promise in Christ by the gospel.” —EPHESIANS 3 :4-6
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from his personal conclusions but was 
revealed by the Holy Spirit that the church 
was united in Christ through His finished 
work. Through His blood, there is no Jew 
or Gentile, bond or free, but only sons and 
daughters of God through Jesus Christ. As 
a result, I will state again that there should 
be no division within the body. Unity 
must be our calling card. From all that was 
given through the apostles and prophets, 
it is clear that it was always in the mind 
of God for Gentiles to be brought into the 
family, and that our unity and togetherness 
now identify God’s people in a multiethnic 
group with love for one another that is fur-
nished by the Holy Spirit. 

THE PURPOSE OF THE CROSS
The purpose of Paul explaining this mys-
tery is to express the fact that all are born 
outside of the family and hopelessly lost. 
We were on our way to a devil’s hell when 
Jesus Christ found us, saved us, and 
adopted us into the family. We are fellow 
heirs, fellow members of the body, and we 
share in the promises of God. The cross 
made this possible. The cross is God’s 

they should remain on the outside look-
ing in. This type of philosophy should not 
be tolerated within the church, seeing that 
we all do not deserve to be in the family to 
begin with. Yet here we are. If God did not 
do that with us, why should we do that to 
someone else? The gospel is not exclusive, 
as proved by Paul; it includes anyone who 
believes in Jesus Christ. The cross elimi-
nated the division between races, creeds, 
and socioeconomic classes, and it was in 
the mind of God from the very beginning.

Instead of looking down on those who 
may not be in the family, we should encour-
age them to join the family. We do this by 
practicing what we preach or living what 
we believe. No one should consider Christi-
anity exclusive, nor should Christians look 
down on others for not being saved. 

The church today should mimic Paul’s 
teachings so that we understand the 
nature of God’s new covenant plan, that 
Christ is the mystery of God, and that His 
church should be one body with one Lord 
and God. 

It must be noted that Paul was sure to 
state that this revelation did not come 

walking plank from death to life so that 
whosoever crosses that plank can experi-
ence everlasting life (John 3:16). 

The cross is the heartbeat of the gospel, 
and it is the most crucial aspect of the 
plan of God. Everything before the cross 
pointed forward to what Jesus Christ 
would do. Everything since the cross 
points back to what was accomplished. The 
cross is the foundation of God’s redemp-
tion plan, for it was there that all sin was 
dealt with, and every stain was cleansed. 
The cross is where our victory was won, 
and the grip of sin was broken. 

To conclude this thought, allow me to 
reiterate that those who have accepted 
Christ are now one body. Those who 
have wholeheartedly received the gospel 
of Jesus Christ are members of the same 
family, and we are all equal in Christ. 

The mystery revealed to Paul was that all 
who say yes to Jesus, no matter their racial 
identification, are now a part of a new race, 
a new community, and have new identities 
in Christ. Because of this change of heart, 
there should not be any division within 
the body, for we are all one in Christ. 

“The cross eliminated the division between races, 
creeds, and socioeconomic classes, and it 

was in the mind of God from the very beginning.”

THE APOSTLE PAUL WAS 
CONFUSED AT TROAS
In Acts 15:40, in about AD 50 or 51, the 
apostle Paul and Silas leave their home 
church at Antioch of Syria to revisit the 
churches in Asia Minor. While on this 
tour of missionary work, Paul desires to 
travel north to preach in Asia, but Luke 
writes in Acts 16:6, “they were forbidden of 
the Holy Ghost to preach the word in Asia.” 
Then Paul makes plans to go to Bithynia, 
and Luke writes, “but the Spirit suffered 
them not” (Acts 16:7). They arrive at Troas 
with a certain amount of confusion. Here 
they are, Paul, Silas, Timothy, and Luke in 
Troas—a city located hundreds of miles 
from their home church, in northwest 
Asia Minor (Turkey), right on the Aegean 

KNOWING AND DOING THE WILL OF 
GOD IS SO IMPORTANT
The apostle Paul wrote out or dictated 
the phrase “will of God” three times in 
his inspired epistles. In Romans 12:2, he 
admonishes believers to do that “good, 
and acceptable, and perfect will of God.” 

And in Romans 8:27, he teaches that 
the Holy Spirit can pray the will of God 
through us Spirit-filled believers in respect 
to a specific prayer request or problem. 

In Colossians 4:12, Paul writes, “that ye 
may stand perfect and complete in all the 
will of God.”

When a true believer in Christ strives 
to live in the will of God, that believer will 
come under divine favor and even spe-
cific blessings from our heavenly Father. 
To support this truth, take a moment to 
read Deuteronomy 28:1-15. God’s favor 
and blessing is set in motion by our obedi-
ence to His will. I want to share four very 
important biblical principles to follow in 
knowing and doing God’s will. 

FOUR BIBLICAL PRINCIPLES 
CONCERNING THE WILL OF GOD

 1. The Word of God, rightly divided 
and rightly interpreted, is always the will

“I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the mercies of God, that ye present your bodies a 
living sacrifice, holy, acceptable unto God, which is your reasonable service. And be not 
conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that you may 
prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God.” —ROMANS 12:1-2

Sea—and the apostle Paul does not know 
where to go. 

That night, a vision appears to Paul, and 
he sees a Macedonian man saying, “Come 
over into Macedonia and help us.”

Luke writes, “assuredly gathering that 
the Lord had called us for to preach the 
gospel unto them. Therefore loosing from 
Troas, we came with a straight course to 
Samothracia” (Acts 16:10-11).

Immediately, they traveled to Philippi 
where they preached the gospel and 
built the church. On this same tour, they 
preached and established churches in 
Thessalonica, Berea, Athens, and Corinth. 
From these cities in Greece, the great gos-
pel of Jesus Christ spread throughout 
Europe.
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of patience, that, after you have done the 
will of God, ye might receive the promise.” 
Also, in Hebrews 12:1-2 we read, “and let 
us run with patience the race that is set 
before us, Looking unto Jesus the author 
and finisher of our faith.”

Friend, there is no substitute for taking 
time to hear the voice of the Spirit and to 
know the perfect will of God. Times of 
prayer are very important. 

Years ago, when he was trying to make 
a decision about something, I would hear 
my dad say, “I need to sleep on it.” I finally 
learned what he was saying: “I need to 
give God some time to speak to me.” You 
must not try to hurry God. He will show 
you what to do. 

In Romans 12:1- 2, Paul teaches that we 
must do four things to live in the will of 
God:

1. Submit our lives to God constantly—
body, soul, and Spirit. Our lives must be 
sanctified daily.

2. Keep ourselves separated from 
worldly pleasures, activities, and influences

3. Keep our mind constantly “renewed” 
on Christ; Paul emphasized the impor-
tance of doing this.

4. Stay full of the Spirit so that we can 
prove accurately and discern what is that 
good and acceptable and perfect will of 
God.

Jesus said, “Not every one that saith 
unto me, Lord, Lord, shall enter into the 
kingdom of heaven; but he that doeth the 
will of my Father” (Matt. 7:21). John the 
Beloved wrote years ago, “And the world 
passeth away, and the lust thereof: but he 
that doeth the will of God abideth forever” 
(I John 2:17). 

of God for our lives. Psalm 119:105 reads, 
“Thy word is a lamp unto my feet, and a light 
unto my path.” John 17:17 reads, “Sanctify 
them through thy truth: thy word is truth.” 
James 1:22 says, “But be ye doers of the 
word.” II Timothy 2:15 says, “Study to shew 

wise in thy latter end.” Psalm 1:1-2 tells 
us to be careful where we get our coun-
sel: “Blessed is the man that walketh not in 
the counsel of the ungodly, nor standeth in 
the way of sinners, nor sitteth in the seat 
of the scornful. But his delight is in the law 
of the Lord; and in his law doth he medi-
tate day and night.” In Acts 5:38-39, Jewish 
theologian Gamaliel gave godly counsel 
to the Jewish Sanhedrin, and it saved the 

lives of Peter and John. When possible, 
ask for godly counsel from more 
than one elder or pastor. Consult 

I Peter 5:5.
3. Be very careful about 

using some “sign” or physical 
manifestation to cause you 
to make a decision in respect 
to the perfect will of God. In 
Judges 6, we read the story of 
Gideon “fleecing” the Lord to 

determine the reality of God’s 
call upon his life to deliver the 

children of Israel from the Midi-
anites. Gideon questions the will of 

God in respect to him leading a battle 
to fight the Midianites. God did reveal 

His will to Gideon by the dew and the 
fleece. However, sometimes, we can fina-
gle or manipulate circumstances to get the 
result our flesh desires. The true witness 
of The Holy Spirit will help us to discern 
the will of God (Heb. 5:14, I Cor. 12:10). 
In seeking God about a new job or new 
ministry, the “open door” is not always 
the will of God for your life. 

4. Let me underscore the importance 
of patience in respect to knowing and 
doing the perfect will of God. Hebrews 
10:36 admonishes us: “For you have need

thyself approved unto God, a workman that 
needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing 
the word of truth.”

2. One must not neglect godly coun-
sel in discerning the perfect will of God. 
The concept of counseling is mentioned 
137 times in the Bible. Proverbs 11:14 says, 

“Where no counsel is, the people fall: but in 
the multitude of counsellors there is safety.” 
Proverbs 19:20 says, “Hear counsel, and 
receive instruction, that thou mayest be

JESUS CLEANSES THE TEMPLE.

EVERY BELIEVER’S RIGHT  
AND RESPONSIBILITY
The apostle Paul gives two great truths in 
the above Scripture. The first truth estab-
lishes that God knows every believer inti-
mately and personally. This indicates that 
He is always aware of our needs and is 
concerned for our well-being. He knows 
all our faults as well as our assets. Our 
God is a personal God.

But this article chooses to focus on 
the second great truth that Paul says is 
applicable to every believer. That is, every 
believer who names the name of Christ 
has both the right and the responsibility 
to depart from iniquity.

To depart means “to turn away from.” 
Iniquity indicates any form of wicked-
ness. So every believer who has called 
upon Jesus Christ is to turn away from 
every form of wickedness that might exist 
in his life. 

To accomplish this command, we must 
comprehend the truth that we have been 
equipped to do so and that there is a need 
for a constant equipping by the Spirit that 
will enable us to complete the task. It’s 
time to depart from iniquity.

“Nevertheless the foundation of God standeth sure, having this seal, 
The Lord knoweth them that are His. And, Let every one that nameth the 
name of Christ depart from iniquity.” —II  TIMOTHY 2 :19

It’s Time to 
Depart from 
Iniquity
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LAY ASIDE THE FORMER  
LIFESTYLES
The life that each person led prior to being 
saved was dominated by the world, the 
flesh, and the devil. These influences, both 
internal and external, joined together to 
produce thought processes and actions 
that stand foreign to the nature and char-
acter of God. As a result of the fall, all 
men operate in rebellion against God. Sin 
automatically pits itself against that which 
is holy and right. Sin works to disguise the 
fleshly influences of selfishness and will 
provide us with excuses for actions that 
hurt others or actions offensive to God. 
This is the way of the world, and it preaches 
to us through its social media, movies, 
books, and society in general. The world  
continually attempts to establish a life 
that is not responsible to the God of  
the Bible. 

Satan also wants to rule and reign in 
the heart and life of every human being. 
He corrupts the individual through any 
means possible. Finally, inside of every 
human being is the source of sin—the 
sin nature. The sin nature works into the 
mind and heart all manner of evil design 
and desire. It was once common for us to 
respond favorably to the world, the flesh, 
or the devil. But now that we are born 
again, we are called upon to lay aside 
our former lifestyle. It’s time to depart 
from iniquity!

UNDERSTAND HOW THE DOMINION 
OF SIN WAS DEFEATED
To depart from iniquity, we must first 
understand what Christ’s death on 

Calvary has accomplished for us. Christ’s 
death on the cross not only paid the 
penalty for my sin, but it also broke the 
power of sin’s dominion. When I came to 
Christ, I was baptized into Him, and the 
full benefits of the cross were afforded 
to me. To be sanctified means to be set 
apart. To be sanctified means to be holy. 
God totally defeated the lordship of sin 
over me at Calvary. He gave me victory 
over sin in my union with Christ. I am 
sanctified! Therefore, sin shall not have 
dominion over me. This would include 
the influences of indwelling sin—the 
draw of the world, as well as the pow-
ers of darkness that assimilate against 
me. Christ’s death on Calvary defeated 
them all. I must understand and believe 
this. The power of sin over me has been 
defeated. Now it is my responsibility to 
apply the truth of Christ’s victory to my 
present need. It’s time to depart from 
iniquity.

APPLY THE TRUTH TO THOSE THINGS 
NEEDING TO BE CHANGED
If I understand the work of Calvary 
properly, and I fully grasp the value of 
the cross—what Christ accomplished 
for me there—then I can begin to apply 
these truths to every aspect of my life. 
All believers will have to deal with the 
continual presence of sin. While we have 
been set free from the penalty of sin and 
have been freed from the power of sin, 
we still exist with the very presence of sin. 

There are sinful influences that still 
impact our hearts and minds. These 
influences vary from believer to believer. 

Some sinful influences are eliminated at 
the initial salvation experience. Others 
are dealt with over time as we continu-
ally grow in grace and the knowledge of 
the Lord. The tendencies that we have 
toward iniquity, wrongdoing, wrong 
thinking, and wrong actions must be 
laid aside. We are to depart from all 
manner of iniquity!

Even after being born-again, Spirit- 
filled, and knowledgeable of the Scrip-
tures, we must comprehend that in our-
selves we are incapable of yielding spir-
itual obedience. We may be zealous as 
well as strong-willed. But these attri-
butes are not stronger than the strength 
of our sinful tendencies. We, by faith, are 
to accept what Christ did for us at Cal-
vary as solely sufficient to defeat what-
ever tendency or sin we may experience. 

By placing our faith securely in Christ 
and Him crucified, we enable the power 
of the Holy Spirit to work on our behalf. 
The Holy Spirit can do for us what we can 
never do for ourselves. As each new issue 
is made obvious to us, we are to commit 
the elimination of that sinful tendency 
to the truth of what Christ did for us on 
Calvary. We must depend upon the Holy 
Spirit to totally eliminate any impact or 
hold that a particular sin (or sins) may 
have on us. 

As we trust exclusively in Christ, we 
will find ourselves freed from sinful ten-
dencies. We progressively learn how to 
walk in the sanctification and freedom 
that is ours the moment we are saved. 
Based on these truths, it’s time to depart 
from iniquity!

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THE IDEA OF consecration is to get busy 
for God. Our newfound zeal and excite-
ment after being saved is a result of experi-
encing the guilt of sins removed. Salvation 
is usually accompanied by many won-
derful new experiences. After a season of 
multiple victories and powerful touches of 
God’s presence, we feel that nothing can 
ever go wrong again. Surprise! We begin 
to realize that the presence of sin is still 
there. We find ourselves in a new confron-
tation. To sustain our feeling of joy, we set 
out to overcome the evidence of ‘creeping 
up’ sins manifesting in our lives by means 
other than faith. 

Oftentimes, the appeal of Christian 
activities such as praying, reading the 
Bible, fasting, and church attendance 
make logical sense to us as they are sug-
gested by pastors and fellow believers in 
their honest effort to help us on our jour-
ney to holiness. This is where Christian 
activities become disciplines. But we soon 
make them into laws to deliver us from 
sinful actions. Although this is done with 
the best of intentions, many believers find 
themselves struggling while experiencing

more and more failures. What happened? 
The joy and peace that was so natural 
when the believer got saved has all been 
lost and replaced by a sense of obligation 
to a set of activities with a renewed realm 
of guilt and condemnation. We desper-
ately try to psyche up our willpower to 
overcome this new unseen power that is 
causing us all kinds of difficulty. The once 
joyful believer is now trying to fight the 
law of sin and death with the very means 
that strengthens sin—law! (I Cor. 15:56). 

Our object of faith is now in our reg-
imen of works. Because this is mostly 
done out of ignorance, the believer com-
pounds the problem by instituting either 
more activities or incorporating different 
ones. The realization that he is not living 
up to his profession is most troubling. 
Eventually, God will allow the believer to 
become exhausted and realize that he is 
wretched and miserable, and his bountiful 
efforts are ending in failure. This is when 
the good news can come in. The believer 
is now ripe for deeper truths to take root. 

The church world has been inundated 
with programs and fads, psychology, new

age mystical teaching, and any other sort 
of community activity as a means to live 
out the Christian life. The consequences 
reveal heartache at every level: pastors 
failing and leaving the ministry, laity 
wounded and broken, and fewer people 
than ever attending church. We could 
blame the Covid outbreak and shutdown, 
but if we’re honest, most people haven’t 
returned to church because there really 
wasn’t much to go back to. Covid may 
have been the convenient excuse many 
people needed to break away from the 
hamster wheel of religious failures. The 
church may now be ripe for the complete 
message of the cross!

RECKON ON FACTS
People clump promises and facts into the 
same category. The Bible has many won-
derful promises, but these must never be 
mistaken for facts. A promise is a dec-
laration or assurance that one will do a 
particular thing or that a particular thing 
will happen. One may look forward to a 
time when a promise is fulfilled but cur-
rently may not have the benefits of that 
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promise while waiting for its fulfillment. 
Abraham was given promises by God. 
Although he did not obtain their fulfill-
ment in his earthly life, Hebrews 11:13 
says, “These all died in faith, not having 
received the promises, but having seen them 
afar off, and were persuaded of them, and 
embraced them.”

Throughout the entire Old Testament, 
God gave many promises of the coming 
Messiah—His ministry, death, and resur-
rection. By faith, the Old Testament saints 
looked forward to the coming promise of 
Messiah made by God. The prophets of 
old reminded disgruntled believers to 
keep the faith and their trust in God who 
gave them the promises in anticipation of 
their fulfillment.

SIMPLE TRUTHS
When the lost sinner gets saved, he is told 
that Jesus died for him. Through His death 
on the cross, Jesus paid the price for sin 
on our behalf, and we are freed from the 
penalty and guilt of sin. Nothing is more 
amazing and wonderful than knowing 
and receiving salvation. Alongside receiv-
ing His saving grace is the fact that the 
power and domination of the principle of 
sin was broken at the cross. A principle is 
the method or manner by which a thing 
operates. Prior to our salvation, the sin 
nature ruled and dominated us in every 
facet of life and living. 

In Ephesians 2:1-3 Paul wrote, “And you 
hath he quickened, who were dead in tres-
passes and sins; Wherein in time past ye 
walked according to the course of this world, 
according to the prince of the power of the 
air [Satan], the spirit that now worketh in 
the children of disobedience: Among whom 
also we all had our conversation [way of 
life] in times past in the lusts of our flesh, 
fulfilling the desires of the flesh and of the 
mind; and were by nature the children of 
wrath, even as others.”

The former position of the lost sin-
ner mentioned above is changed at sal-
vation: “Even when we were dead in sins, 
hath quickened us together with Christ, 
(by grace ye are saved;) And hath raised 
us up together, and made us sit together 
in heavenly places in Christ Jesus” (Ephe-
sians 2:5-6). 

Our new position is in Christ, and we 
have a new nature: “Therefore if any man 
be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things 
are passed away; behold, all things become 
new” (II Cor. 5:17). 

A fact, on the other hand, is a thing 
known or proven to be true. Reckoning 
for believers is now based on facts. The 
fulfillment of the promise of the coming 
Messiah—His ministry, death, and resur-
rection—is no longer a promise but a fact. 
Jesus made it very clear to us when he said, 

“And ye shall know the truth, and the truth 
shall make you free” (John 8:32).

There are several simple principles that 
believers must learn:

• The principle of knowledge—know the 
spiritual truths.

• The principle of faith—reckon on the 
truths known.

• The principle of time—yield to God’s 
lifetime process of growth in the truths 
known and reckoned on.

In reading the book of Acts, we come across a Jewish believer by the name of Apollos. 
There are a few things we can glean from this brother. The Bible says that Apollos was 
an eloquent man, instructed in the way of the Lord, and fervent in the Spirit. He taught 
diligently the things of the Lord and was mighty in the Scriptures.

A LEARNED MAN
Apollos was aner logios (Greek), “a man 
of words/ideas.” As a learned man, he 
was adept in communicating his ideas to 
others. God used his knowledge of God’s 
Word as an instrument to spread of the 
gospel of Jesus Christ. Having a knowl-
edge of God’s Word today helps us to 
share Christ with others. We are more 
confident when we have a knowledge of 
God’s Word. We are more capable of shar-
ing the gospel with the lost if those ideas 
come from God’s Word.

FERVENT IN THE SPIRIT
He was fervent in spirit (zeōn tōi pneu-
matic). Zeon literally means “to boil.” He 
certainly was not lukewarm about the 
things of the Spirit but was on fire for the 
things of God. Today, God is looking for 
men and women who are fervent in the 
Spirit; those who are on fire for the things of 
God and fervent in letting their light shine. 

DILIGENTLY TAUGHT THE  
THINGS OF GOD
Apollos diligently spoke and taught the 
things of God. The knowledge of God’s 
Word and his fervency in the Holy Spirit 
was put into action. We experience trials 
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to produce a testimony and learn to teach. 
We must not keep our knowledge and 
experiences to ourselves. We must dili-
gently speak the things of God to the lost. 
Thayer’s Greek Dictionary tells us that the 
Greek word used for diligently (akribōs) 
also means “exactly and accurately.” We 
are to diligently and accurately present the 
gospel of Jesus Christ to the lost.

BOLDLY
“And he began to speak boldly in the syn-
agogue: whom when Aquila and Priscilla 
had heard, they took him unto them, and 
expounded unto him the way of God more 
perfectly” (Acts 18:26). He spoke with 
confidence, boldness, and an assurance. 
Although learned in the Scriptures, he 

was humble enough to allow Aquila and 
Priscilla to expound unto him the way of 
God more clearly. We must live in a state 
of learning, growing, and fine-tuning our 
understanding of God’s Word if we want to 
be used mightily for the kingdom of God. 

MIGHTILY CONVINCED THE JEWS
“For he mightily convinced the Jews, and 
that publickly, shewing by the scriptures 
that Jesus was Christ” (Acts 18:28). Apol-
los was effective in his ministry because 
he used Scripture to reveal Christ. See-
ing that this was around twenty years 
after the death, burial, and resurrection 
of Christ, we know that the vast majority 
of the New Testament was not available 
to Apollos. It is therefore clear that God

used his boldness and knowledge of the 
Old Testament to convince many Jews that 
Jesus was the Messiah. 

WE HAVE THE BIBLE
We have a greater source of the revelation 
than Apollos had. We have the Old and 
New Testaments. We see Christ in the 
Gospels, the message of the cross in the 
epistles, and fulfillment of the Messianic 
prophesies throughout the New Testa-
ment. We need to study God’s Word to 
become mighty in the Scriptures. In bold-
ness, we need to share God’s Word to a 
lost and dying world. Will you be a mod-
ern-day Apollos? Will you study God’s 
Word and allow the Holy Spirit to make 
you mighty in the Scriptures?

GOD SENT HIS messengers to Sodom to 
carry out His will in two ways: through 
mercy, yes, but also through judgment. 
This statement is true: “Mercy without 
truth condones, but truth without mercy 
condemns.” Most of us have probably 
been too self-righteous to see part of the 
truth as to why those angels were sent. 
They were on a journey to rescue Lot.

Peter tells us that Lot’s “righteous soul” 
was vexed by the conversation—the life-
style—of the wicked. Lot was in the wrong 
place. Sodom was a type and shadow of 
today’s world of unbelievers—a place 
bound for judgment. 

Lot was well acquainted with the wicked 
men of Sodom. The fact that he was found 
sitting near the city gates implies that Lot 
might have been a ruler there. 

Even if we don’t quite understand it, 
according to Scripture, Lot was still a 

believer. The Holy Spirit through Peter 
calls Lot “righteous.” And if Peter’s second 
epistle is not enough to convince, then 
how about the words of the angels them-
selves? When they arrived in Sodom, they 
told Lot, in essence, “We are not allowed 
to destroy the city until you are gone.” 

Lot was out of God’s will, but He was 
never out of God’s sight. No one in the 
family is! Lot’s faith survived Sodom. Lot 
didn’t have to leave, but he believed the 
warning. The actions of his friends and 
acquaintances, however, remind us of the 
horrible effects of living in the baneful 
atmosphere of the world—unbelief ! It 
wreaks havoc on those living in sin. Lot’s 
friends considered the idea of God’s judg-
ment to be one great big joke, and they 
mocked Lot! The sinful pleasures of the 
world seek to destroy our faith.
